300g butter 

¾ cup cocoa 

2 ½ cups brown sugar 

3 eggs 

1 ½ cups flour 

1/4 packet nestle milk choc bits 

1/4 packet nestle white choc bits 

Preheat oven to 180ºC.  Line the base of 18cm x 23xcm 

slice tin with baking paper.  Place butter and cocoa in 

large bowl and heat in microwave until butter is 

melted, stir.
